I, Craig L. Siegel, declare as follows:

1. I submit this declaration in support of plaintiffs' motion for an award of

attorneys' fees and costs.

2. I am an associate of the law firm of Kramer Levin Naftalis & Frankel LLP.

3. I am a member of the bar of the State of New York and was admitted pro

hac vice to participate as an attorney for the plaintiffs in this case. I graduated cum laude from

New York University School of Law in 1998, where I was awarded an Arthur Garfield Hays

Civil Liberties Fellowship. I earned a B.A. from the State University of New York at

Binghamton in 1990. Upon graduating from law school, I clerked for the Honorable Robert L.
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Carter, U.S.D.J., Southern District of New York, after having briefly worked as a litigation

associate for the law firm Wilikie Farr & Gallagher and a volunteer with the National Coalition

Against Censorship, a free speech advocacy and litigation organization.

From 2000 to 2004, I worked as a staff attorney at the Brennan Center for

Justice at NYU School of Law, was awarded both a two-year fellowship from the National

Association of Public Interest Law (now known as Equal Justice Works) and a George A. Katz

Fellowship from NYU School of Law.

As a staff attorney at the Brennan Center, I focused on litigating two

companion First Amendment cases in the U.S. District Court for the Eastern District of New

York, Velazquez v. Legal Services Corporation, 97 Civ. 182 (filed Jan. 27, 1997), and Dobbins v.

Legal Services Corporation, 01 Civ. 8371 (fled Dec. 14, 2001), wrote an amicus brief to the

U.S. Supreme Court in the First Amendment case U.S. v. American Library Association, 539

U.S. 194 (2003); and oversaw a national public education campaign and lobbying effort in

Congress to protect the First Amendment rights of civil legal services lawyers and their low

income clients.

Since 2004, I have been an associate at Kramer Levin Naftalis & Frankel

LLP (the "firm"). My practice focuses on complex civil litigation at both the trial and appellate

levels, including litigation of class actions and cases involving securities fraud, commercial

disputes, and accountants and auditors' liability. I also represent clients in connection with

investigations and enforcement proceedings before federal and state agencies and self-regulatory

organizations.

Attached hereto as Exhibit A is a true and correct statement of hours and

services that I rendered in this case. I prepared the statement to the best of my personal
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knowledge, based upon a review of my contemporaneous records and correspondences. It is my

practice to keep regular and contemporaneous records of the time I spend on litigation matters.

Once this case was completed, I reviewed my contemporaneous time records, checked them

against my correspondence files as well as against the time records of co-counsel, and made

adjustments as appropriate in the exercise of ordinary billing judgment. In addition, I reviewed

time records for the other attorneys and paralegals for plaintiffs in this case and made

adjustments as appropriate in the exercise of ordinary billing judgment, including after consulting

with plaintiffs' fees expert James K. Green. I believe that the hours that I and the other attorneys

are claiming are reasonable and not duplicative.

As my time records indicate, I played a leading role in this litigation,

which resulted in an excellent and extraordinary result for plaintiffs and provided an enormous

public benefit to Florida's citizenry and democracy. Among other things, I:

• conducted and oversaw an extensive factual investigation into the
legislative history of the law challenged in this case, the impact of the law
on third-party voter registration groups in Florida, and researched
constitutional theories for challenging the law;

• researched and wrote the first draft of plaintiffs' complaint;

. interviewed plaintiffs and other witnesses and drafted detailed factual
declarations for Dale Ewart of SEIU, Cindy Hall of the AFL-CIO, Dianne
Wheatley-Gillioti and Marilynn Wills of the League of Women Voters of
Florida;

• researched and drafted key portions of plaintiffs' several briefs, including
the fact section of plaintiffs' initial preliminary injunction brief; the core
political speech argument under Meyer v. Grant, 485 U.S. 414 (1988) in
plaintiffs' reply brief; and plaintiffs' opposition to defendants' motion to
bar two of plaintiffs' witnesses from testifying;

• prepared Messrs. Ewart and Aaron Dorfman of PACT, and Mss. Hall,
Wheatley-Gillioti, Wills and Gonzalez to testify at the evidentiary hearing,
and conducted direct examinations of Ion Sancho, the Leon County
Supervisor of Elections, and Mss. Wheatley-Gillioti and Wills;

• acted as co-lead counsel throughout the case and during the preliminary
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injunction evidentiary hearing held on July 25 & 26, 2006, and
participated in the July 10, 2006 court conference and August 3, 2006
hearing;

• prepared for and cross-examined defendants' witness Donna Miller at the
hearing; researched and argued the admissibility of plaintiffs' exhibits; and
helped write proposed findings of fact; and

• researched and drafted plaintiffs' motion for attorneys' fees and costs.

The total time requested by plaintiffs' counsel on this motion is 1,742.9

hours. Plaintiffs' counsel actually incurred more than 3,600 hours and have exercised reasonable

billing judgment and voluntarily and substantially reduced the hours requested by approximately

1,950 hours. This reduction includes among other things:

• more than 1,500 hours incurred by Kramer Levin personnel, including: (1)
103 hours for Mr. Siegel on the appeal; (2) approximately 65 hours for
senior partner Jeffrey Trachtman, who attended the preliminary injunction
hearing; (3) more than 725 hours for associates David Landman and Emily
Groendyke who conducted essential legal research, interviewed witnesses,
drafted documents, and assisted during and after the preliminary injunction
hearing; (4) approximately 270 hours for paralegal Sandra Wong, and (5)
time for various other attorneys who assisted with legal research during
this two-year long case; and

• more than 365 hours incurred by Ms. Weiser and Ms. Paradis of the
Brennan Center;

• more than 100 hours incurred by Advancement Project attorney Ms.
Westfall, including all of the hours incurred by her colleague, Jennifer
Maranzano;

• all fees and costs arising from the invaluable representation and advice
provided by local counsel, Becker & Poliakoff, P.A.

Plaintiffs' counsel generally divided the tasks for each stage of the

litigation among themselves to avoid duplication and operate efficiently, especially during the

preliminary injunction stage. For example, (1) counsel generally divided interviewing each

witness and drafting their declarations and supplemental declarations, with the Advancement

Project generally working with Mr. Sancho, the Brennan Center generally working with Messrs.
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Green and Dorfman, and Kramer Levin generally working with Mss. Wheatley-Giliotti, Wills

and Hall and Mr. Ewart; (2) Kramer Levin researched the legislative history of the law and Mr.

Siegel wrote the initial draft of the complaint; (3) counsel divided researching and writing

different sections of the preliminary injunction memoranda and other memoranda; (4)

Advancement Project focused on researching standing and drafting plaintiffs' response to the

motion to dismiss; (5) Kramer Levin prepared all of the fact witnesses and conducted their direct

examinations and the cross-examination of defendants' witness Donna Miller; (6) Kramer Levin

researched and argued all evidentiary issues; (7) Ms. Paradis analyzed relevant state voter

registration data and created plaintiffs' eight original charts analyzing the data; (8) only Mr.

Siegel attended the in-person Court conference; (9) Ms. Weiser conducted Dr. Green's

examination and oral argument; and (10) Kramer Levin prepared this motion. Plaintiffs'

counsels' hours may be generally and approximately broken down according to the following

stages of the litigation: 132.4 hours for fact investigation and analysis from 10105 to 4106; 133.2

hours for researching and drafting the detailed 42-page complaint from 12105 to 5106; 1,130.4

hours for the preliminary injunction and motion to dismiss from 2/06 to 8106; 285.4 hours for the

Eleventh Circuit appeal from 9106 to 2/08; and 61.5 hours for the attorneys' fee motion from

3108 to 5108.

As a result of the excellent and exceptional results counsel achieved for

plaintiffs in this case, the National Law Journal selected the firm from among scores of nominees

to receive one of the publication's four Pro Bono Awards for 2006. The award recognized the

firm's "singular achievement" in litigating this case, and stated that the firm had already devoted

more than $1 million in billable time to the case, a significant undertaking to a single matter for a

firm of 300 lawyers. Attached hereto as Exhibit M is a true and correct copy of the front-page
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National Law Journal article and the follow-up article regarding the firm's award.

In addition, in part as a result of this case, the ABA Section of Litigation

selected the firm as recipient of the 2007 John Minor Wisdom Public Service and

Professionalism Award. Kramer Levin was singled out for the award based on its outstanding

and varied pro bond achievements in 2006, which included serving as co-counsel in this case.

The hourly rate that I am seeking ($400.00) is consistent with the rate of

attorneys who have comparable qualifications and experience in the Miami area, which is the

appropriate lodestar rate given my special litigation and constitutional expertise.

I seek compensation in the amount of $162,080.00 for my work in this

case, which is based on my request for reimbursement of 405.2 hours.

15.

	

I certify that I have fully reviewed my time records and the supporting data

and my request is well grounded in fact and justified.

16.

	

The firm incurred significant expenses litigating this case for more than

two years. These expenses include: $5864.01 in my out-of-town travel and meals, $5042.88 in

court fees and related expenses, $45,458.41 in computerized research expenses, and $10,913.67

in document-related charges, for a total of $76.363.05. These charges excludes $8920.68 in costs

for out-of=town travel expenses incurred by partner Jeffrey Trachtman, and associates David

Landman and Emily Groendyke, who traveled to, assisted with, and attended the preliminary

injunction hearing; and other amounts ordinarily charged to clients, such as $2411.69 for

overtime business meals, $6591.44 for overtime transportation, $78.70 for departmental
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meetings, and $162.74 in other miscellaneous charges. Attached hereto as Exhibit C is a chart

listing all of the costs for which plaintiffs seek reimbursement.

Attached hereto as Exhibit B are true and correct copies of the firm's

billing records for my out-of-town travel and meal expenses. I obtained these records and

receipts from the firm's billing department. The total submitted charge for my out-of-town travel

and meal expenses is $5864.01.

I obtained these records and receipts from the firm's billing

department. The total submitted charge for court fees and related charges is $5042.88 ($3583.17

in transcript fees, $1140 in court filing fees, and $319.71 in U.S. document retrieval fees).

These amounts reflect actual amounts

billed by the vendors and paid by the firm in this matter. The amounts do not include any

overhead expenses other than direct charges paid to the vendors. The firm paid these vendors

reduced rates and "passed through" to its clients any discounts received based upon usage.
