Dear Ms. Yates:

As we informed your office by telephone earlier today, Plaintiffs-
Appellants have reached the conclusion that this case is now moot. Although not
clear from the evidence in the record, it appears from news reports from the just-
completed election cycle that the non-notice voting equipment challenged in this
case has now been replaced throughout the State of Ohio and that this equipment
is not likely to be used again.

Should this Court agree that the case is moot, Plaintiffs-Appellants
respectfully submit that the proper course is to vacate the district court's ruling
and remand with directions to dismiss the case as moot. See En Banc Reply
Brief of Appellants, at 26 (citing United States v. Munsingwear, 340 U.S. 36, 39-
40 (1950) and U.S. Bancorp Mortgage Co. v. Bonner Mall Partnership, 513 U.S.
